True repentance is an interior attitude inathwe are willing to let go of everything that
prevents us from growing into spiritual maturitpdethere is hardly a moment in our lives in which
we are not invited to detach ourselves from cemags of thinking, ways of speaking, ways of
acting, that for a long time gave us energy, bat #iways again need to be renewed and
recreated.”

My friends in Christ, don't let Lent slip ydoy. Come to the Wednesday evening worship
services. Commit to growing in your love for Chtisrough daily devotions. Plan to pause each
day to read a chapter of one the books of the BiBlein silence. Give your cares to God. As a
means of daily reminding yourself of Christ’s séica for you, consider GIVING UP something,
like certain pleasures, or ADD something, like wgedalling or visiting someone, to remind
yourself of the deed of love Christ took upon Hithéar us.

Henry Nouwen continues: “Lent offers a befalibpportunity to discover the mystery of Christ
within us. Itis a gentle but also demanding tiniteis a time of solitude, but also community.islt
a time of listening to the voice within, but alstirae of paying attention to other people’s neelds.
Is a time to continuously make the passage to neerilife, as well as to life with those around
us.”
